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Reoom to Grow

During the course of this year, | have explored
various aspects of school growth in keeping
with our newsletter theme, Room to Graw.
While some of those areas were fairly obvi-
ous, | hope | was able to present a few issues
that caused you to pause and reflect. We saw
how institutional growth was analogous to
physical growth in that, while some occurs
naturally, the really noticeable (and profit-
able) growth comes as a result of planning
and hard work. We also saw that it helps to
have outside accountability when growing -
in our case we'll have an accreditation team
visiting next spring. As we grow, missteps and
mistakes will occur. Our goal (and the be-
havior we want to model to our students) is
to learn from those events and use them to
make us better (and wiser). Finally, we looked
at one mistake we cannot afford to make, the
danger of institutional drift. That condition

is rarely the result of one major decision, but
more the effect of hundreds of small compro-
mises. All that we accomplish can become no
more than wood, hay, and stubble if we stray
from our Christian foundation.

As we begin to look ahead to next year, let
me conclude by discussing the most obvious
kind of growth, that of increased enroll-
ment. At the time | wrote this in mid-April,
we already had 339 students enrolled for the
f3ll. That's a marvelous number in that it
represents 3 “break-even” budget with four
months of open enrollment still to come.

It doesn't hurt to ask, though, why should
we dget excited about more students? Is that
growth in enrollment a positive thing for our
school? An outward-focused response is to
be excited about the new young lives being
impacted by our school. Are there reasons
to be equally excited about the impact en-
rollment growth can have on our current
students?

Increased enrollment will make a positive
impact on our budget in that our fixed costs

(utilities, insurance,
maintenance, etc.)
can be spread across
a greater number of
students. Therefore,
3 greater percent-
age of each student’s
tuition can then go
towards those things
that directly improve
the educational process. More importantly,

a larger student body can pave the way to
greatly expanded curricular and extracurricu-
lar offerings. Classes, sports, and clubs that
don’t make sense economically or practically
with five interested students become possi-
bilities when there are twenty-five interested
students.

Growth in numbers isn't always an unmiti-
dgated good, though. How do we manage
growth so that it doesnt fundamentally
change who we are as a school community?
First, we remain committed to low student/
teacher ratios. Therefore, the classroom ex-
perience itself won't change as the number
of classrooms increase. Second, we need to
realize what we mean by “growth” in our
context. In our existing buildings, maximum
growth would mean an additional 80 stu-
dents, taking us just over 400 students total.
Even in our next phase of construction, we
are realistically planning for three home-
rooms per grade, moving our enrollment
capacity to approximately 650. For a K~12
school, that’s still a relatively small environ-
ment. Finally, we are committed to follow-
ing our enrollment process, thereby popu-
lating our school with students and families
who desire the Decatur Heritage educational
experience we have all worked so hard to

produce.
