Alignment of Our Plans with God’s Plans

Given the Christian foundation of Decatur Heritage, it
should be assumed that our overriding desire is for our plans
for the growth and improvement o{:’c?)e school to be accord-
ing to God's timeframe and direction. Practically speaking,
though, how do we bring that to pass! How do we ensure that
our stated goals are faithful to our calling to provide biblical
discipleship in heart, mind, and body. More complicated still (and often less
apparent), how do we decide which ground-level tactics provide the proper
biblical means to achieve those biblical goals? With young, impressionable hearts
and minds at stake, the right answers to those questions are crucial.

The first step in the planning process is a matter of mindset — we must admit
we are finite and fallen. We don't know all the answers and may not even be
equipped to discover the right answers. Even if we had perfect access to needed
data, our sinful nature mig?»’c lead us astray in our application of that data.
Proverbs 19:21 warns us that while man’s plans might be many, it is God’s plan that
prevails. Proverbs 21: 30 says, “There is no wisdom, no insight, no plan that can
succeed aqainst the Lord.” In light of those realities, an attitude of humility must
inform our every planning session.

Even with that right mindset serving as a control, we still need concrete help
to discern the roadmap for the school. Aqain, the Proverbs are replete with
examples of the power of working together to discern God's will, thereby
overcoming our individual failings in knowledge and fidelity. “Plans fail for lack of
counsel, but with many advisers they succeed” (15:22), “for waging of war you
need quidance, and for victory many advisers” (24:6), and “as iron sharpens iron,
so one man sharpens another” (27:17). The twenty-seven members of our
strategic planning team endeavored to embody those verses, keeping each other

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deliberations.

Oftentimes, larger groups are used to keep plans from becoming just the
administrator’s plan or just the board’s plan in the ownership/control sense.
When people work together to conceive a plan, they tend to then work together
to provide the leadership to bring that plan to reality. Therefore, there is much
benefit to having a broader sense of ownership. However, we've now seen that
God's Word tells us that, by leaning on the power of pooled wisdom and
accountability, the plan wirl actualﬁy be a better plan. The shared vision will be a

better vision - a plan more aligned to God’s plan! M
